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Методичні рекомендації  призначені для студентів 1-2 курсів, які продовжують вивчати англійську мову у вищому навчальному закладі, тому головним завданням є повторення лексико-граматичного матеріалу, що вивчався раніше, і підготовка студентів до самостійного читання та розуміння оригінального професійного тексту з мінімальним використанням словника. Навички усного мовлення розвиваються у межах теми, що вивчається. 

Методичні рекомендації  складаються з трьох розділів, які, у свою чергу діляться на тематичні підрозділи залежно від тематики, кількості невідомої лексики та складності граматичного матеріалу.
Структурно весь матеріал розподілено тематично, він в основному опрацьовується під керівництвом викладача в аудиторії. Кожний розділ вміщує відомості зі лінгвокраїнознавства, а також систему різноманітних вправ.

На аудиторних заняттях лексико-граматичний матеріал домашнього завдання перевіряється і закріплюється в основному на нових, відмінних від домашніх, вправах і текстах, що побудовані на вивченому лексичному та граматичному матеріалі.

Тематичні розділи методичних рекомендацій: I «Україна» (Ukraine)(28), ІІ «Великобританія» (United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland) (22), ІІІ «США» (USA)(22). У дужках вказана рекомендована кількість годин, на практиці вона залежить від підготовки студентів.

Загальний обсяг лексики у середньому 3000 одиниць, включаючи інтернаціональні слова. Активний словник складає приблизно 1500 слів.

Активна лексика подається до роботи з новим текстом, або ж її значення розкривається у контексті.

Зміст текстів відповідає темі розділу із дотриманням принципу зростання складності та повторюваності лексики.

Всі тексти, як написані авторами, так і оригінальні, є фабульними, пізнавальними та несуть виховне значення.

Всі тексти і робота над ними є підготовкою до читання і розуміння оригінальної професійної літератури.

THE EMBLEM
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TRYZUB, the trident, and golden yellow and blue flag are the national 

symbols of Ukraine. Their appearance in the sovereign Ukrainian state was not accidental. Their roots trace back thousands of years. Even in the pre-Christian times the trident was revered as a magic sign, a protective charm. As a heraldic symbol it first appeared on the coins minted under Prince Volodymyr Svyatoslavovich. The oldest archaeological findings of the Trident (“Tryzub”) on the Ukrainian lands take their origin into the first century A.D. It might be a symbol or a sign of power of the tribe which lived there.

The depiction of the Trident belonged to the edge of the Xth – XIth 

centuries. It perhaps was a symbol of Prince’s power in Kyiv Rus. The trident remained on the gold and silver coins of Volodymyr the Great (980 – 1015). The golden-blue combination is also a very old tradition.

On August 24, 1991 Ukraine was proclaimed an independent democratic state at the Extraordinary Session of the Ukrainian Supreme Council. It was necessary to create true symbols of the young state. On February 19, 1992 after long and heated debates at the session of the Supreme Council the Golden Trident on the Blue Pentagon Shield was confirmed as the “small emblem” and the key element of the “big emblem” of Ukraine. The state stamp with the Trident’s depiction was confirmed too.

UKRAINE – OUR NATIVE LAND
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A new independent state of Ukraine appeared on the world political map in 1991. It has its own territory, state flag and anthem. Its capital is Kyiv – one of the most beautiful and ancient cities in Europe. State power in Ukraine is divided into three branches: legislative (Supreme Council), executive (Government) and judicial (Courts of Law). The head of the state is the President. 
Ukraine lies in south-eastern Europe. It is the second largest country there. Only Russia, its neighbor to the east, is bigger. 

Ukraine occupies an area of 603,700 km2 which is divided into 24 administrative regions and the Crimean autonomous republic. The country borders on Russia, Belarus, Moldova, Poland, Slovakia, Hungary, and Romania.

The population of Ukraine is 48 ml people. It comprises Ukrainians, Russians, Jews, Byelorussians, Moldavians, Poles and other nations and nationalities
95% of the Ukrainian area is flat and the rest of it is mountainous. The Ukrainian Carpathians and the Crimean Mountains make up those 5% of its area. Ukraine is washed by the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov. The major rivers are the Dnieper, the Dniester, the Bug, the Donets and others.

The climate of Ukraine is temperately continental, akin to subtropical on the south Crimean coast.

Historically two factors determined the development of Ukrainian lands:

· Remarkably convenient geographic location on the crossroads of international trade routes; and,
· The presence of fertile black soils. Ukraine boasts approximately a quarter of the globe’s black topsoil.

Ukraine is also rich in minerals and has large deposits of coal, manganese, and natural gas.
Ukraine is a major producer of iron and steel, machines, ships, chemical fertilizers, grain, sugar beet, dairy products, meat, and wine. 
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Nature has been generous to Ukraine: history has not. Because of its natural riches and accessibility from ancient past to most times, Ukraine has experienced devastating foreign invasions and conquests. Consequently, foreign domination and struggle against it is a paramount theme in its history. 

During the A.D. 800s, Kyiv became the centre of a Slavic state called Kyivan Rus. In the 1300s, most of Ukraine came under the Polish and Lithuanian rule. Ukrainian soldiers called Cossacks freed Ukraine from the Polish rule in 1648. In the late I700s, nearly all Ukraine came under Russian control.
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In 1991 after the USSR collapse Ukraine declared its political independence and afterwards joined the Commonwealth of Independent States, a loose association of former Soviet republics.
The rich Ukrainian culture has its roots in old traditions of open-heartedness, hospitality and poetic spirit. This culture has made a weighty contribution into the treasure trove of world creative talent.
Physical culture and sports have come into life of Ukrainian people. There are splendid natural conditions to make it possible to cultivate both winter and summer sports here. Many residents of Ukraine go in for various sports. We can be proud of such remarkable Ukrainian athletes as Valery Borzov, Serhiy Bubka, Oleg Blokhin, Vitaly and Volodymyr Klychko, Yana Klochkova and others, whose names are well known all over the world

SPORTS IN UKRAINE. 

CITIUS, ALTIUS, FORTIUS!
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Ukrainian sports are quite well-developed and separate Ukrainian athletes rank with the world stars. Evidence of this is found in the Olympic results.


It can be said that Ukraine’s participation in the World Olympic Movement started in 1894, when a 56-year-old Ukrainian General by the name of Oleksiy Butovsky, born in the village of Pyatyborsti, Poltava Gubernia, visited Paris to attend the Athletic Congress, where he became one of the founding members of the Movement. He remained a member of the International Olympic Committee since 1894 till 1900.

A hundred years later other Ukrainian athletes found themselves on the Committee. First Valeriy Borzov, the famous sprinter, was elected a member of the IOC. Then Serhiy Bubka, our outstanding pole-vaulter, joined the committee.


Only having proclaimed its independence Ukraine could send its national team to vie in the Games.

It happened early in 1994, at the 17th Winter Games in Lillehammer. Young figure skater Oksana Bayul went down into Olympic history, winning the first gold medal for independent Ukraine.

Come to think of it, the Olympic victories of Ukrainian athletes are quite impressive with over 500 trophies, including almost 200 gold medals. By its athletic attainments over the past 50 years Ukraine ranks with the world’s 20 leading Olympic countries.


Among the Olympic champions are Ukrainian gymnasts Victor Chukaryn, Larysa Latynina, Mariya Horokhovska, Boris Shakhlin; rowers Volodymyr Morozov, Oleksandr Shaparenko, Serhiy Chukhrai; yachtsman Valentyn Mankin; track-and-field athletes Valeriy Borzov, Serhiy Bubka, Olha Bryzgina, Volodymyr Holubnychy, Yuri Syedykh; wrestlers Oleksandr Kolchynsky, Serhiy Byelohlazov; weightlifter Leonid Zhabotynski; handball players Larysa Karlova, Zinayida Turchyna; volleyball player Yuri Poyarkov, Yuri Venherovsky; water polo player Oleksiy Barkalov, and many others.

One can’t but mention sportsmen winning on several Olympic Games. And Larysa Latynina has the longest history of records in the Olympic annals: 18 medals, including 9 golden, 5 silver and 4 bronze trophies from the 16th, 17th and 18th Games. Valeriy Borzov pocketed 2 gold, 1 silver, and 2 bronze medals at the 20th and 21st Games. Volodymyr Morozov won 1961, 1968 and 1972. Valentyn Mankin vied in four Games running (1986, 1972, 1976, 1980). Pentathlonist Pavlo Lednyov won 7 Olympic medals: 2 gold, 2 silver and 3 bronze.


This enviable experience in training Olympic athletes makes it possible to achieve good results now, too. Ukrainian experts and coaches contribute noticeably to the preparation of Olympic contenders from different countries in Asia, Africa and Latin America.

Most importantly, however, there is the young generation of athletes in Ukraine. They are growing strong, and all their victories are still ahead.

The national flower of England is the rose. The flower has been adopted as England's emblem since the time of the Wars of the Roses (1455-1485) - civil wars between the royal house of Lancaster (whose emblem was a red rose) and the royal house of York (whose emblem was a white rose). The Yorkist regime ended with the defeat of King Richard III by the future Henry VII at Bosworth on 22 August 1485, and the two roses were united into the Tudor rose (a red rose with a white centre) by Henry VII when he married Elizabeth of York.
The national flower of Northern Ireland is the shamrock, a three-leaved plant similar to clover which is said to have been used by St. Patrick to illustrate the doctrine of the Holy Trinity.
The Scottish national flower is the thistle, a prickly-leaved purple flower which was first used in the 15th century as a symbol of defense.
The three flowers - rose, thistle and shamrock - are often displayed beneath the shield on the Royal Coat of Arms.
The national flower of Wales is usually considered to be the daffodil, which is traditionally worn on St. David's Day. However, the humble leek is also considered to be a traditional emblem of Wales, possibly because its colors, white over green, echo the ancient Welsh standard.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is the official name for the country whose language we are studying.

Great Britain is a parliamentary monarchy. It means that there is the Queen (or the King) and the Parliament. In fact the Queen has almost no power in the country. Laws are made by the Parliament. It consists of two Chambers: the elected House of Commons and the House of Lords where the seats are mainly inherited. 
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Great Britain occupies the territory of 244,100 sq. km. It is one of the most densely populated countries in the world. The average population density is 230 per sq. km – one of the highest in the world. The population of Great Britain is over 56,000,000. The state is divided into 55 counties. London is the capital of Great Britain.

The United Kingdom is situated on the British Isles. They lie to the North-West from the continent of Europe. The British Isles consist of many islands the largest of which are Great Britain and Ireland. The British Isles are separated from France by the English Channel. They have mild, temperate and rather damp climate. The British Isles are washed by the Atlantic Ocean, the North Sea and the Irish Sea.

There are many rivers in Great Britain but they are not large. The longest of them are the Shannon (Ireland), the Clyde (Scotland), the Severn (Wales) and the Thames (England). Great Britain has a rather varied landscape. It is distinctly divided into two parts: mountainous (north and west) and lowland (south and east). The numerous lakes are very picturesque and located mainly in mountains.

The island of Great Britain comprises England, Wales and Scotland; and Northern Ireland is situated on the island of Ireland. All these parts were once separate kingdoms. England conquered Wales in the thirteenth century. It took centuries of war and hatred between England and Scotland when the two were finally united under one crown in the very beginning of seventeenth century. Ireland fought against England even longer. It was only in 1801 that it became a part of the United Kingdom. However the Irish did not stop fighting for self-government. After World War I England had to give in. As a result Southern Ireland is independent of England. So now Ireland is divided into Northern Ireland and the sovereign Irish Republic.

The main minerals found in Great Britain are coal, iron, gas, oil, marble, granite, slate, lead, tin, copper, zinc, salt, chalk, china-clay etc. Great Britain was originally an agricultural and sheep farming country. Now the UK is a highly developed industrial state. It exports machinery, vessels, motors and other goods. The original basis of British industry was coal mining, and the early factories grew up not very far from the main mining areas. Glasgow and Newcastle, each situated on a convenient river, became great centers of engineering and shipbuilding. Lancashire produces cotton goods, Yorkshire – woolens, while Sheffield concentrates on iron and steel. Birmingham and other towns of the Midland developed light engineering, and later became the chief center for producing vehicles. One of the main industries is the textile and clothing industry, and a lot of British textiles are exported. The UK buys more goods then it sells because it has to import food products and raw materials from many other countries.

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Edward I had conquered Wales. The two great Welsh leaders, Llewellyn and his brother David, had been killed. But the Welsh people, though they were beaten, were rebellious. Edward stepped out on to the balcony in front of the castle. Behind him was a knight carefully carrying Edwards shield flat in his hands. On the shield there was a bundle covered with a blanket. The whole crowd was excited but silent, and waiting for Edwards to speak. “Chieftains and people of Wales, you have asked me for a prince and I have promised you one to rule over you, of royal birth, born in Wales, not able to speak a word of English, and moreover, of blameless life, one who has wronged no man by word or deed in all his life. If I give you such a prince to rule over you, will you promise to be ruled by him?” he said. The 

Welshmen had promised to obey. Then Edward turned to the knight behind, lifted the blanket and showed a small baby. “Then here is your prince!” he said, “My son, a prince of royal blood, born a week ago in Wales, in Caenarvon Castle; he speaks no word of English, and he has wronged no man alive. Edward Prince of Wales!” 


The chiefs were angry and disappointed, but the Welsh people were pleased, and each chief consoled himself with the thought that, at any rate, no rival chief had been chosen. And from that day to this, the eldest son of the King and Queen of England has always been the Prince of Wales.

QUEEN, PARLIAMENT, GOVERNMENT
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The United Kingdom is a constitutional monarchy. This means that it has a monarch (a king or a queen) as its Head of State. The monarch reigns with the support of Parliament. The powers of the monarch are not defined precisely. Everything today is done in the Queen's name. It is her government, her armed forces, her law courts and so on. She appoints all the Ministers, including the Prime Minister. Everything is done however on the advice of the elected Government, and the monarch takes no part in the decision-making process. 


Once the British Empire included a large number of countries all over the world ruled by Britain. The process of decolonization began in 1947 with the independence of India, Pakistan and Ceylon. Now, apart from a few small islands, there is no longer an empire. But the British ruling classes tried not to lose influence over the former-colonies of the British Empire. An association of former members of the British Empire and Britain was founded in 1949. It is called the Commonwealth. It includes many countries such as Burma, the Sudan, Canada, Australia, New Zealand and others. The Queen of Great Britain is also the Head of the Commonwealth, and so the Queen of Canada, Australia, New Zealand.
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The Queen is very rich as are other members of the royal family. In addition, the government pays for her expenses as Head of State, for a royal yacht, train and aircraft as well as for the upkeep of several palaces. The Queen's image appears on stamps, notes and coins.


 Parliament consists of two chambers known as the House of Commons and the House of Lords. Parliament and the monarch have different roles in the government of the country, and they only meet together on symbolic occasions such as the coronation of a new monarch or the opening of Parliament. In reality, the House of Commons is the only one of the three which has true power. It is here that new bills are introduced and debated. If the majority of the members are in favour of a bill it goes to the House of Lords to be debated and finally to the monarch to be signed. Only then it becomes a law. Although a bill must be supported by all three bodies, the House of Lords only has limited powers, and the monarch has not refused to sign one since the modern political system began over 200 years ago.

When English people use the word «hunting» they usually mean fox-hunting, a sport which is popular among a small but important minority: hunting is a sport for the rich. Fishing is the most popular sport of all, either simply and cheaply in nearby water or expensively in one of the [image: image40.png]


Scottish rivers which are filled with trout or salmon.

GEOGRAPHY AND CLIMATE OF GREAT BRITAIN
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To the west of the continent of Europe lie two large islands called the British Isles. The larger of these, consisting of England (London), Scotland (Edinburgh)and Wales (Cardiff), is known as Great Britain. The smaller island is Ireland, with Northern Ireland (Belfast) and the Irish Republic (Dublin). To the British Isles belong also some 5 500 smaller islands. The area of the British Isles is 121 600 square miles.


 The west coast is washed by the Atlantic Ocean and the Irish Sea, the east coast – by the North Sea, and the South coast – by the English Channel. The English Channel lies between Great Britain and the continent, joining the Atlantic Ocean to the North Sea.


England is the southern and central part of Great Britain. [image: image43.png]


Scotland is in the north of the island, the Wales – in the west. Northern Ireland is situated in the north-eastern part of Ireland. England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland constitute the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland a total area of 94,212 square miles.


 Mountains are an important part of the geography of a country. The British Isles have no high mountains. Scotland is a mountainous country, especially in the north. Here the main chain of mountains is called the Grampians and its highest peak is Ben Nevis which is 4 400 feet high and is the highest peak in Britain. The Northern part of Scotland is often called the Highlands, and the southern part is called the Lowlands. In England, the Pennine Chain runs down from the north through the center. In Wales there are the Cumbrian Mountains, the highest peak of which is Snowdon, in North Wales. It is 3 300 feet high. Ireland is covered with mountains and green hills.
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 The British Isles have many rivers, but they are not very long. The longest of the English rivers is the Severn, which flows south-west into the Irish Sea. The Thames flows through rich agricultural and industrial districts. Scotland’s most important river is the Clyde, on which stands Glasgow. Many of the English and Scottish rivers are joined by canals, so that it is possible to travel by water from one end of Great Britain to the other.
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England, Ireland and Scotland have many beautiful lakes, the most famous of which are the Lake District in north-west England.


 There are no great forests in the British Isles today. Historically, the most famous forest is Sherwood Forest, in the East of England, the north of London. It was the home of Robin Hood.

The British Isles are warmed by the Gulf Stream. As a result, the temperature in Britain in winter is between ten and twenty degrees higher than in other regions, which lie between the same northern parallels as the British Isles. The mild and damp climate in the British Isles is very good for agriculture, especially for vegetable-farming, sheep and cattle breeding.

ELECTION DAY

The first Tuesday after the first Monday in November is Election Day. It is a legal holiday. Since 1845, by Act of Congress, this date has been set aside for elections.
On this day American citizens elect their public officials, president, Congressmen, governors and judges. A president is elected every four years, Congressmen every two years and senators every six years.

All states require that voters be citizens of the United States. They can be born in the country or naturalized. They have to be 18 years old by election day. They must have a voter registration card and live for a certain amount of time in the state. Polls are places where people go to vote. Polls are held in public buildings.   The   hours   and  place are advertised on radio, TV, and newspapers. At the polling place, election supervisors check the voter's identification.

The voter then enters the voting booth. Inside the booth there is often a voting machine. There he votes alone and in secret, in the privacy of the voting booth. The names of the candidates and their political party are listed on the machine. The voter chooses the candidate and then the machine counts the vote. Voting machines are helpful in getting fast results without mistakes. Candidates receiving the most votes are elected.
 “Election Day” sales in stores are very popular on this day. The night of the election, people watch the election results on TV. They listen to the speeches made by the winners.
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Before the days of radio and television, political candidates boarded trains and rode from one small-town station to another to speak to the voters. This train tour became known as a whistle-stop campaign.

US SYSTEM OF GOVERNMENT

The United States is a federal union of 50 states plus one independent district - the District of Columbia. Forty nine states, including Alaska, form the continental United States. The 50th state is separated from the continental part. It is the state of Hawaii - a group of islands situated in the mid Pacific Ocean. 
The District of Columbia is the territory of the city of Washington, the national capital. Washington, D.C. lies between two states: Virginia and Maryland on the Potomac River, which divides the city into two parts. This place was selected personally by the first President of the United States - George Washington. In 1791 he purchased the land from private owners.
Washington, D.C. is the seat of the Federal Government of the United States. The Federal Government is made up of three branches - the Executive, the Legislative and the Judicial Branches.

The function of the Executive Branch is to carry out the laws of the nation. It consists of the President, Vice-President and the President's Cabinet. The members of the Cabinet are chosen by the President. Most of them are called Secretaries: the Secretary of State, Agriculture, Labour, Transportation, etc. The President and Vice-President are chosen in a national election for a four year term office and may be reelected for a second time. They must be native-born citizens, at least 35 years old and members of a political party. In the USA there are two major parties: the Democratic Party and the Republican Party, and many smaller parties.
From the first political rally to Inauguration Day running for President is a long and complicated process. In choosing a President the ordinary voter has little to say until Election Day. Here is a simple outline of how an American President is chosen.
First a candidate campaigns within his party to win his party's nomination. Then follows a period when he runs against the candidate of the other major party and, perhaps, a third and fourth party. The showdown comes in November - on Election Day. 
The President is not elected directly then. Voters in each state vote for electors. This system was introduced by the Constitution of the USA in 1787. Now this is only a formality. When in November the final elected results are in, the entire country knows who the next President and Vice-President will be, although the outcome must still formalized, and the candidates must win a majority of the electoral votes in December. Except in rare cases, the electoral choice is the same as the popular choice. Finally on Inauguration Day on the 20th of January the new President is sworn in and he makes his Inauguration speech.
The Legislative Branch, Congress, is where the Laws are made and adopted. Congress is made up of two Houses: the Senate and the House of Representatives. There are 100 Senators elected, two from each of the 50 states, regardless of their population. They are elected for 6 years and only one third retire in rotation. The members of the House of Representatives are elected for only 2 years and their number in the Congress depends upon the state's population.

The Judicial Branch is headed by the Supreme Court which settles the disputes involving the national government or disputes between two or more states.
The State government follows the same pattern as the Federal Government. Each state has an Executive Branch headed by the Governor, a Legislative Branch and a Judicial Branch. State governments manage local affairs while the Federal Government deals with national and international problems and problems that involve more than one state.

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Можливо, не одна людина за всю історію США не здійснив такого впливу на інститут американського уряду, як Томас Джефферсон(Thomas Jefferson). Він став автором американської Декларації незалежності (the Declaration of Independence), побічником (supporter) Білля (the Bill of Rights), засновником (founder) однієї чи двох політичних партій і третім президентом США. 
Томас Джефферсон народився у Щедвілі (Shadwell), штат Вірджинія  (Virginia) 13 квітня 1743 р. Його батько Пітер Джефферсон був успішним плантатором (a successful planter), а його мати належала (belonged) до аристократичної (aristocratic) сім’ї Рендольсів (the Randlolphs), однієї із найстаріших сімей Вірджинії. Джефферсон закінчив коледж у Вірджинії у 1762 р. та обрав професію юриста (chose law as his profession). Підтримка Джефферсоном прав американських колоністів обумовила його участь (led to his appointment) у Другому континентальному конгресі у 1775-1776 рр. Английські колонії в Америці вирішили зібратися (decided to meet), щоб виразити свої вимоги англійському королю. У решті решт (Finally), ті, хто хотів для 13 американських колоній незалежності від Англії, стали надбільшістю (won a majority), вони призначили комітет, в якому був Томас Джефферсон, його завданням стало підготувати Декларацію та сформулювати причини (giving their reasons for) цього серьйозного кроку.
Протягом 17 днів Томас Джефферсон писав, перевіряв, корегував та переписував проект Декларації (his draft of the declaration). Він завершив (concluded) Декларацію шокуючою на той час заявою (with the electrifying statement): «...всі люди рівні (all men are created equal)». Декларація незалежності була прийнята (adopted) 4 липня 1776 р. - дата, що тепер відзначається як день народження США.
У 1776 р. Джефферсона обрали делегатом палати у Вірджинії (Virginia House of Delegates). У 1783 р. він став делегатом від Вірджинії в американському Конгресі. У 1789 р. він отримав пропозицію від президента Вашингтона обійняти посаду (to take the job) Державного секретаря, и у 1796 р.  він став віце-президентом при президенті Джоні Адамсе. Через чотири роки Томаса Джефферсона обрали президентом. Одним з його найважливіших досягнень (achievements) як президента стало вигнання Наполеона з Луізіани (purchase of the Louisiana Territory from Napoleon). Наслідком цього стало збільшення території США в двічі та приєднання 17 нових штатів (This acquisition doubled the area of the US of that day and gave the country 17 new states).
У 1809 р. у кінці  другого терміну правління він, врешті решт, віддув, що може піти у відставку. (could retire). Старіючий (aging) екс-президент з радістю  повернувся до своєї сім’ї, своїх книг та своїх земель у Монтиселло (Monticello), де він провів 17 останніх років свого життя. Останньою суспільною справою (public service) Томаса Джефферсона була організація університету у Вірджинії. Він спланував будівлю університету, визначив (outlined) навчальну програму, прослідкував за розвитком університету і у віці 82 років став його ректором. Він помер 4 липня 1826 р. у віці 83 лет, в день п’ятдесятої річниці (anniversary) Декларації незалежності

          The cartoon above was printed on September 4, 1912. Using political and mathematical symbols, the cartoonist reduced the election to its lowest common denominator.


Political parties are organized groups of people who share a set of ideas about how the United States should be governed. Today, the United States has two major political parties. One is the Democratic Party, which evolved out of Thomas Jefferson's party, formed before 1800. The other is the Republican Party, which was formed in the 1850s, mostly by people in the states of the North and West who wanted the government to prevent the expansion of slavery into new states. Most Americans today consider the Democratic Party the more liberal party. By that they mean that Democrats believe the federal government and the state governments should be active in providing social and economic programs for those who need them, such as the poor, the unemployed or students who need money to go to college. Republicans are not necessarily opposed to such programs. They believe, however, that many social programs are too costly to the taxpayers. They place more emphasis on private enterprise and often accuse the Democrats of making the government too expensive and of creating too many laws that harm individual initiative. For that reason, Americans tend to think of the Republican Party as conservative. There are other, smaller parties in the United States besides the two major parties. Many people from other nations are surprised to learn that among the political parties in the United States is a Communist party and other Marxist Socialist parties. Most Americans do not like the ideas represented by the Communist party and distrust communism in general. The fact that the party exists, is an evidence that there are no exceptions to the freedoms and rights guaranteed in the Bill of Rights.

GREAT SALT LAKE

The Great Salt Lake is in the northwest of the state of Utah, close to Salt Lake City, the capital. It is so salty that the human body cannot sink in it. Its present area is much smaller than the ancient lake of which it is a remnant.
The decrease in size is due partly to evaporation, partly to the diversion for irrigation of some of the streams which fill it. The saltness of the lake has increased as its area has diminished, and today it is about six times as salty as the ocean. 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The USA is situated in the central part of the North American continent and occupies the area over 9 mln square kilometers. Crossed by mountain ranges from north to south, the country is unprotected from cold winds from the north and warm winds from the south. So, the coldest regions are in the north. The south has subtropical climate.

WINNING AT ALL COSTS?
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The spirit of the Olympic Games has always been clear: “The important thing is not winning but taking part”. In recent times, however, the desire to win has been taken to extremes.


Peoples still remember the incident in the 1984 Los Angeles Olympics when South African-born runner Zola Budd appeared to trip her rival and medal favourite, Mary Decker in the 5,000 metres, causing her to fall and lose the race. Tonya eventually confessed to her involvement in the crime and has since seen her skating career destroyed. Although she escaped a prison sentence, she has paid a high price for her part in the scandal. She was fine $100,000 and given 500 hours of community service. She was also made to resign from the US Figure Skating Association. However, she has already earned $600,000 by giving an exclusive television interview and has been offered two million dollars to move to Tokyo to become a wrestler.

GAMES AND MONEY


The classic images of sports have traditionally been conjured up by the mind automatically, as each year progresses through its seasons:
Springtime and summer are baseball: the collision of bat striking ball; the hitter charging out of the batter's box, legs churning toward first bases; the flight of the fielder, pursuing the ball across the rich, green outfield grass.
Fall is football: that tense instant at the line before the ball is snapped; the crashing together of giant men clad in plastic armor; the receiver streaking down the sideline, lunging through the air to catch the brown, oblong projectile, fired by the quarterback.
Winter has basketball: elongated bodies, suspended high in midair while slamming the ball through the basket. And hockey: the explosion of a puck, rocketed by the mere flick of a wrist from the blueline, skipping at 100 miles an hour over the ice.
That's what sport is. Or, more accurately, that's what sport was until recently.
Welcome to the modern world of sports. Those scenes remain; the games themselves have not changed so much. But we the fans are barraged by other images, fed to us daily by our morning paper and evening sports report on television.
That baseball player is attending the winter meetings with his agent, fielding not fly balls but the highest offers for his services. That football player is in court, forcing his league to grant him the freedom to bargain as a free agent, doing his best to join the baseball player in the millionaire's club. The basketball player is trying to get his league to give up some percentage of what comes from luxury seating in the stadiums; the hockey player wants a little of that revenue generated by trading cards.
How did this happen? When did the world of our favorite games become the world of big business? The pace may have sped up in recent years, and the stakes increased, but sports was always business, right from the start.

RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES IN THE USA
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There is almost unanimous agreement that optimum health is our most prized possession. Schopenhauer, the German philosopher, expressed this idea when he remarked, "The greatest of follies is to neglect one's health for any other advantage of life."
To improve and maintain optimum health, it is necessary for people of all ages to participate in physical exercise. However, there is wide variation in the types of exercises recommended for different age groups.
A good example of the importance of exercise in maintaining health is the emphasis placed on it in the health regimen of presidents of the United States. Recent White House physicians have included such exercises as walking, jogging, hiking, golfing, swimming, and horseback riding, in addition to close medical supervision, in the presidents' conditioning programs.
In addition to the value of exercise in maintaining optimum health, there are often social and recreational benefits as well. In this age of increased leisure time these benefits are becoming even more important than in the past.
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Although in many high schools, colleges, and universities students are required to participate in physical education classes, several institutions have eliminated this requirement and instituted an elective program. In a large percentage of these cases the number of students taking physical activity classes has remained constant or even increased. 
There is little doubt that, in addition to students on college campuses, the number of adults participating in sports and recreational activities in the United States has increased dramatically in recent years. However, this number is still far short of goals set by national health agencies. Ironically, the number of children being exposed to high-quality, daily physical activity in physical education programs in the public schools has been decreasing recently. Local economic shortfalls are the primary cause for this phenomenon, and the trend has public health officials concerned. A reasonable amount of evidence is now available to demonstrate that early and continued exposure to physical activity could significantly impact the overall health of this country. The mechanism to provide this exposure (physical education in the public schools) is available but is currently being curtailed. This may prove to be very shortsighted in the long run.
The increase in activity participation noted among adults can be attributed to an increase in the amount of leisure time available to most Americans. We have shorter work weeks and more and longer vacations than in the past. In addition, sports and recreational facilities have become increasingly abundant and accessible to larger and more diverse segments of the population.
The increased leisure time, however, does not explain why Americans choose to use this time engaged in sports and recreational activities; it merely provides the opportunity to do so. Likewise, increased facilities reflect only that larger segments of the population choose to participate, but they do not supply a reason for this choice.
A great number of theories have been proposed by educators, sociologists, medical personnel, and others to explain why we engage in physical activity. These theories are diverse yet contain many overlapping ideas. The satisfaction of creative desires, expression of inherent animal instincts, use of excess energy, preparation for other types of life situations, and exposure to risk to provide excitement are a few of the concepts that have been proposed.
People have become increasingly aware of several benefits of physical activity, particularly in the physiological and health areas. Some of these benefits and relevant considerations are presented in the Physical Fitness literature. In addition to the physiological benefits, the following are other areas believed to be affected positively by participation in sports and recreational activities.
