Based on the dynamic and large-scale development of tourism, both globally and in individual
destinations, there is a tendency to overtourism. This phenomenon is characteristic for a long time
for such well-known world tourist centers as Barcelona, Florence, Venice, Dubrovnik, Paris,
Amsterdam, Reykjavik, Kyoto and others. It has been determined that overtourism implies
uncontrolled expansion of tourism due to excessive growth of visitors and the creation of significant
seasonal peak periods in certain destinations, which leads to forced negative changes in style,
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reduced access to amenities, increased cost of living for the local population, increased impact on
communications and long-term influence. violation of local authenticity. It is noted that in Ukraine,
the phenomena of tourism are manifested only quite locally in certain destinations: Lviv, Odessa,
Uman, seaside and Carpathian resorts. The basic prerequisites of tourism are revealed: increase of
«accessibilityy of tourism, widespread promotion of tourism, the disappearance of the boundaries
between tourism and daily activities, lifting or reducing (liberalizing) visa barriers; integration
processes, reducing or avoiding language barriers; the emergence of new forms of tourism,
unbalanced destination management. The directions of prevention of over tourism are
substantiated: management of flows of tourists, prevention of tourist overflow of destinations;
reviewing tax procedures; imposition of fines; demarketing; physical restrictions on flows to
certain places (tickets, turnstiles); resettlement of tourists in other places, attracting (favoring)
tourists with low environmental impact; rethinking tourism policy, implementation of ecosystem
monitoring programs. Attention is drawn to the fact that the development of tourism development
policy should also be taken into account by tourists — respect for the local population and the
environment.
